
Thirteenth Annual 
Circle Bicycle Tour of Nebraska 

June 28 – July 2nd, 2008 
 
 

 
 
 
 
NUMB stands for Nebraska United Methodist Bike Ride for Hunger. This year NUMB 

will celebrate 13 years of feeding the hungry of the world.  NUMB has contributed over $330,000 to alleviate hunger all around 
the world since the first ride in 1996.  NUMB benefits the hungry in Nebraska and around the world and is sponsored by the 
Nebraska Annual Conference Board of Mission Outreach Hunger Committee. 

NUMB is open to all interested cyclists.  You do not have to be United Methodist to participate in NUMB.  The ride will be 
limited to the first 135 riders. Riders will be coming from all across the nation, as well as Nebraska to be a part of this ride.  Send 
your registration early to secure a spot on NUMB 2008. Riders 18 years old and under must be accompanied by an adult, 
parent or guardian.  NUMB will be challenging and riders must be in excellent riding condition and using quality biking 
equipment.  Helmets are required.  Participants must pay $45 for registration (after May 1st - $50) and secure a minimum of 
$100 pledged to United Methodist Hunger programs.  Registrants will receive pledge sheets and information about United 
Methodist Hunger projects upon registering.   
NUMB 2008 will be a 270+/- mile loop tour starting and ending in Wahoo, Nebraska.  The official start of NUMB 2008 is the 
Saturday evening Rider’s Meeting, but for those arriving early to Wahoo, there will be an optional pre-NUMB loop ride on 
Saturday morning of about 50 miles.  NUMB riders leave Wahoo on Sunday morning and head east across the Platte and 
Elkhorn Rivers on their way to our overnight stay in Tekamah.  From Tekamah we head west and north towards our destination 
of Wayne.  NUMB riders pedal south from Wayne to Columbus, home town of NUMB Director Bill Ritter and a score of NUMB 
veterans.  After our stay in Columbus the tour concludes with a ride back to our starting point in Wahoo. 

Cyclists need to provide their own tents, multi-speed bike and gear needed for the trip.  Helmets are mandatory.  
Following registration you will receive additional information including helpful hints on training and equipment.  The 
route is SAG supported. Dick Vandenberg and Frank Perrone will be along again this year to help with bike repair.  
Designated camping sites are provided in each host community. Support vehicles will transport your tents and 

luggage. Riders may park their vehicles in Wahoo on arrival and pick them up again when our tour concludes there. 
The United Methodist Churches of Wahoo, Tekamah, Wayne & Columbus will be our hosts and arrange for breakfast 

and evening meals for purchase and showers and camping spaces in their communities.  Registration information will contain a 
listing of motels available in host towns.  SAGs with water and snacks will be located every 10-12 miles. Riders will be 
responsible for purchasing lunch in towns we pass through on the route. 

TOUR LEADERSHIP  Rev. Bill Ritter, Senior Pastor of First UMC, Columbus, member of the National Bicycle Tour 
Directors Association and Tour Leader for the thirteenth year.  Bill has led numerous cross Nebraska bike tours for 
the United Methodist Church since the 1980’s and is a veteran of thirteen BRAN trips, has participated in 
RAGBRAI, MS150, BAK, SAGBRAW, Tour de Kota, Candisc and various other Bike Tours.  Bill is an experienced 
tour leader having led 11 canoe tours of the Niobrara and 14 Colorado Ski trips.  Also serving you on NUMB are 
Greg Bakewell, Route Director, Nina Clark, Social Director, Frank Perrone, Bike Tech and Regina Bergman, 
Registrar/director’s assistant.

  I, the undersigned, freely acknowledge and realize the dangers in participating in NUMB '08 and fully assume all risks including but not 
limited to, collision with pedestrians, vehicles, other riders, and/or fixed or moving objects, the negligence of other riders, sponsors, 
promoters or drivers and dangers arising from falls, road surface, equipment failure, inadequate safety equipment, weather conditions, as 
well as the possibility of physical and/or mental trauma (or injury).  I understand that the route requires bicycling on public roadways and in 
bad weather and that cyclists have been hospitalized and/or killed because of traffic mishaps that are either their responsibility or others’ 
responsibility, and I further agree that I will bear all expenses incurred in any such accidents. 
   I realize that NUMB requires physical conditioning and I represent that I am in sound medical condition.  I have no physical or medical 
impediment, which would endanger others or myself.  I understand and agree that a situation may arise during NUMB which may be beyond 
the control of the sponsors, promoters, or organizers and agree to ride so as not to endanger either others or myself. 
  I waive, release, discharge for myself, my heirs executors, administrators, legal representatives (including successors), any and all rights 
and/or claims which I have, may have, or may hereafter accrue to me against the sponsors and promoters of NUMB including the United 
Methodist Conference or other sponsors or affiliated organizations and their respective agents, officers and employees for any and all 
damages, injuries, or claims which may be sustained by me directly or indirectly arising out of my participation in NUMB  
  The above agreements and representations are my express understandings of the risks, and I assume these voluntarily and freely without 
coercion or duress.
